	A brief description of the project idea 

	The development of the rural area and other fields with the aid of and based on the rich heritage of the Posavje region is one of the biggest opportunities.
The Local Action Group, organised under the sponsorship of the Posavje Regional Development Agency, manages the LEADER funds which promote the organisation and allow the implementation of interdisciplinary projects that join different partners.
 
At the 4th and 5th public call for the collection of projects, qualified for nonrefundable LEADER funds from the quota for 2011, 2012 and 2013, the Krško Culture Centre as lead partner in cooperation with other partners managed successfully to enter and implement the project The influence of the Trappist monks on the rural area of the Posavje region, with the acronym »Trapistin« and the project »Creating a Posavje herb garden«, with the acronym »Herbs of Posavje«.
 
The basis of  both  projects is the rich economic heritage of the Trappist monks who spread their knowledge, skills and innovative approach on all fields that the rural area of the Posavje region had to offer. As owners of Rajhenburg castle from 1881 to 1947 they had great influence on various economic sectors, such as grain growing, fruit growing, apiculture, cattle farming, cheese trade, viticulture and the production of chocolate and liqueur. They also had their own printery and they busied themselves with tailoring, miller's trade,  carpentry, etc. Various fruit trees and flowers were grown for their needs as well. They were extremely self-sufficient in all areas including bread baking, fruit drying and making apian products, herbs, etc. They were active in all fields which still today characterize the region. They not only had the first hydroelectric power plant, but the first plumbing, the first telephone and camera and the first tractor as well (1929).

	Starting position/ background/local context of project suggested


	The result of the project Creating a Posavje herb garden (acronym Herbs of Posavje) was developing and arranging an herb garden that was located in front of the eminent cultural monument of national importance. The emphasis was on experiencing the healing garden with all senses.

The result of the project The influence of the Trappist monks on the rural area of the Posavje region (acronym Trapistin) was a complete analysis of Trappist heritage, reconstruction of chocolate making skills and some chocolate products and wrappings.  

 
Also, a broad network of individuals, groups and their skills was developed. They all ensure sustainability of the project.   
 
Both projects present a basis for developing a new project and upgrading and preserving Trappist and monastery heritage.
